The
Rescarch Advisory Committee shall submit its recommendations along with a copy of Ph.D. scholar’s
progress report to the Higher Educational Institution concerned. A copy of such recommendations shall also

be provided to the Ph.D. scholar.

(3) In case the progress of the Ph.D. scholar 1s unsatisfactory, the Research Advisory Committce shall record
the reasons for the same and suggest corrective measures, I the Ph.D. scholar fails to implement these
corrective measures, the Rescarch Advisory Comimitlee may rccommend, with specific reasons, the
cancellation of the registration of the Ph.D. scholar from the Ph.D. programme.

I1. Evaluation and Assessment Methods, minimum standards/credits for award of the degree,etc.-

Upon satisfactory completion of course work and obtaining the marks/grade prescribed inclause (3) of
Regulation 9 above. the Ph.D. scholar shall be required to undertake research work and produce a draft
dissertation/thesis.

(2) Before submitting the dissertation/thesis, the Ph.D. scholar shall make a presentation before the
Research Advisory Committee of the Higher Educational Institution concerned, which shall also be open
to all faculty members and other research scholars/students.

(3) The Higher Educational Institution concerned  shall have a mechanism using well-developed software
applications to detect Plagiarism in.research work and the research integrity shall be an integral part of al!

the research activities leading to the award of aPh.D, degree.

(4) A Ph.D. scholar shall submit the thesis for evaluation, along with (2) an undentaking from the Ph.D.
scholar that there is no plagiarism and (b) a certificate from the Research Supervisor attesting to the
originality of the thesis and that the thesis has not been submitted for the award of any other

degree/diploma to any other Higher Educational Institution.

(5)  The Ph.D. thesis submitled by a Ph.D. scholar shall be evaluated by his/her Research Supervisor and at
least two external examiners who are experts in the field and not in employment of the Higher
Educational Institution concerned.  Such examiner(s) should be academics with a good record of
scholarly publications in the field. Wherever possible, one of the external examiners should be chosen
from outside India. The viva-voce board shall consist. of the Rescarch Supervisor and at least one of the
twa external examiners and may be conducted online. The viva-voce shall be open to the members of
the Research Advisory Committee/facully members/research scholars, and students, Higher Educational

Institutions may formulate appropriate rules/ordinances 10 effect the provisions of this Regulations.

(6) The viva-voce of the Ph.D. scholar (o defend the thesis shall be conducted it both the external
examiners recommend acceptance of the thesis after incorporating any cormections suggested by them.
If one of the external examiners recommends tejection, the Higher Educational Institution concerned
shall send the thesis to an alternate external cxaminer from the approved panel of examiners, and the
viva-voce examination shall be held only if the alternate examiner recommends acceptance of the
thesis. 1f the alternate examiner does not recommend acceptance of the thesis, the thesis shall be

tgjected, and the Ph,D. schalar shall be declared ineligible for the award of a Ph.D.

(7). The Higher Educational Institution concerned shall complete the entire process of evaluating a Ph. D.
thesis, including the declaration of the viva-voce resull, within a period of six (6) 1
dute of submission of the thesis.

awarded in accordance with the provisions of these Regulations,

lo. Award of Ph.D. degrees prior to Notification of these Regulations.- Award of degrees to candidates
registered for the Ph.D. programme on or afier July 11, 2009, il the date of Notificationof these Regulations
shall be governed by the provisions of the UGC (Minimum Standards and Procedure for Award of
M.Phil/Ph.D, Degree) Regulations, 2009 or the UGC (Minimum Standards and Procedure for Award of
M.Phil/Ph.D. Degrees) Regulations, 2016 as the case may be, Further, the award of degrees to candidates
already registered and pursuing Ph.D. shall be governcd by these Regulations or UGC (Minimum Standards
and Procedure for Award of M_Phil./Ph.D. Degree) Regulations, 20]6.
